2. General Excellence

The amount will be deducted from the award
recipient’s fee account for one year subject to the
student’s ongoing satisfactory academic performance.

Families will sign a contract that clearly states that if
a scholarship recipient leaves the College without a
reason acceptable to the College they must pay back
the total amount of the scholarship provided to him/
her in any year.

All Scholarship decisions will be final and at the
sole discretion of the College Principal - no
correspondence will be entered into with
unsuccessful students.



SELECTION CRITERIA

ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIPS

YEAR 7:

Based on Allwell testing results achieved by the top
ten students at an acceptable level of achievement

YEAR 8 -11:

Based on Allwell/NAPLAN testing results and all
academic results including examinations. Student
must be achieving at an excellent level 90% or above.

YEAR 12:

Based on all academic results including examinations.

Student must be achieving at an excellent level 90%
or above.

GENERAL EXCELLENCE SCHOLARSHIPS

General Excellence Scholarships may be awarded to
students who are achieving a high academic standard
of and who are achieving at an excellent standard in
one or more of the following areas:

* Cultural « Citizenship
* Sporting * Leadership
* Musical

YEAR 8 -11:

Based on Allwell testing results and all academic
results including examinations. Student must be
achieving at high level 80% or above and have
demonstrated excellence in one or more of the areas
outlined above.

YEAR 12:

Based on all academic results including examinations.
Student must be achieving a high level 80% or above
and have demonstrated excellence in one or more of
the areas outlined above.
